High 
School Students will receive class assignments. 
August 29 First mothers meeting right after assembly 
August 30:  1st day of school 
September 3: Labor Day, no school 
September 7: Back to school Night- A must for parents 6:30 p.m. 
Your child should have a summer reading list. If you did not receive one please call the school so we can 
mail you a copy. 
You should have received a school calendar. Based on circumstance and need, some of these dates may 
change. If you did not receive the calendar you can download it from our website or pick one up from the  
school 
For those of you who have not yet paid your 2007-08 registration, tuition, and student fees: 
I regret to inform you that your child’s/children’s names may be removed from the class list if we do not 
receive these fees plus the appropriate late fee by August 13th 2007. First tuition installment was due 
August 1st. I request that you make your payments on time to avoid a late fee of $10 per month per child.
